Employment and working conditions of ukrainian migrants in EU countries

The relevance of the study is driven by the increasing scale of forced migration from Ukraine and the need to assess the
conditions under which migrants are integrated into the labour markets of the European Union (EU). The aim of the research
is to identify and analyse the factors that determine the specifics of the professional integration of Ukrainian migrants into EU
labour markets, including their employment conditions, barriers to accessing decent work, prospects for professional
development, and manifestations of discrimination. The empirical basis of the analysis consists of a survey of 256 Ukrainian
citizens residing in EU countries at the time of the study. The findings show that a significant share of migrants possess a high
level of education, which creates potential for active professional integration; however, real employment opportunities depend
on support mechanisms and the characteristics of labour markets in host countries. Some respondents report satisfaction with
their work and wages, and they also have positive assessments of their workplace relationships. At the same time, assessments
of professional development opportunities remain ambiguous, indicating potentially limited growth trajectories in certain fields
and a lack of information or experience necessary for evaluating one’s prospects. Isolated cases of discrimination and
insufficient psychological support at the workplace were also recorded. The results indicate that the success of Ukrainian
migrants’ integration depends on individual characteristics, labour market conditions, and public policies aimed at supporting
migrants. The conclusions form a basis for further research focused on analysing integration dynamics and identifying factors
that influence the quality of labour trajectories of Ukrainian migrants in EU countries.
